F. FROM PARISH HISTORY , OLDER AND
RECENT
F1. Where we go from here

On November 8 our guest Preacher, The
Reverend Mona Rush, deliveredery thought
provoking sermon. She remarked that we, the
church,have beerxperiencing a cycle and that
occurs approximately every 500 years. This got me
thinking. In her own way, Reverend Rush was
giving us hope that even though we were going
througha downturn, we would come out of it in
good shape and perhaps even stronger.

Reverend Rush reminded us of the
Protestant Reformation and the influence of Martin
Luther nedly 500 years ago. On 31 Octols17,
Luther posted his 95 theses on the door of the
Wittenberg Cathedral to protest the aic
doctrine of indulgenced his act formally launched
the Protestant Reformation.

In 1520, Luther outlined his tbéogy in the
f ol | owi nTgThe Ghridtiam Nobifity of
The Germam at i ono, AONn the Bal
of The a@diOnchdhe Freedom ¢
Ch r i s Thendallawed his translation of the New
Testamento German in 1522.

In 1533 the marriage of HenryiN and
Catherine of Aragon was declared null and void by
ThomasCranmer, Archbishop of Canterbury, in
defiance of the Catholic ChurcHenry later married
Anne Boleyn. In 1534, in an act of supremacy,
Henry VIl became supreme head of the church in
England, separating it from the Roman Catholic
Church.

Throughout theeriod following Luther,
there were several religious uprisings that resulted in
Protestants fleeing from Europe to the Americas.
Among these were the Pilgrims from England and
the French Huguenots from Frandehn Calvin



perhaps had the greatest influeran theProtestant
religions and the congregational, reformed and
Presbyterian churches in particular as they spread
throughout the world. John Wesley and his brother

Charles however made the biggest impact by starting

t he Met hodi st motngsmgreatiyt .

influenced the advent of the Holiness movement and

Pentecostalism.

JohnWesley(17031791)was a very
influential theologiarwho staredout as an Anglican
priest graduating from Oxford. Howevére soon
became disenchanted with the structiréthe
Anglican Church and preferred ti@vel out to the
people, often preaching algtors. He appointed
laymen a®vangelists to travel and preach as he did.
He was not @systematic theologid@n

We have now arrived at the time when the
systematic chufes are not getting the job done.
The pomp and ceremony of the Roman Catholic and
Anglican Churches seem to have lthstir appeal.
Although Calvin was not a systematic theologian he
believed that the Methodist movement could
function well in the Anglian tradition. He
maintained thai means ofwé&racehe

in which God sanctifies and transforms the believer.
He encouraged people @éaperience Jesus Christ
personally

My ancestors came to Canada in 1817.
They were staunch Presbyterians,\eating to
Wethodisen afteisbeing visited by itinerant Methodist
Preachers who travel@oh horseback to meet with
settlers in their log cabins in the wilds of Canada.
The church services were often held outdoors or
around a fireplacelhe Bible was the Wadk; not a
prayer book or a missal.

John Wesley was able to work effectively
within the Anglican system. We hopefully can find a
way to do the same in 2015. Systematianges will
need to be madehanges that will allow us,
grounded in a sacramental thegoto continue
Godos wmM&ysbumghParish otthe
Diocese of Ontario.
